Rajul -- I am writing to confirm the conversation we had regarding a group rate for fishermen (and
fisherwomen) participating in the Catchin’ for Kids Winter Rockfish Tournament next month. This year's
tournament will be held Friday, December 11th, through Sunday, December 13th.

Catchin' for Kids is a community service organization with the primary goal of involving anglers, as well as
the local business community, in the collection of toys and money for support of underprivileged children
during the festive Holiday Season. We also run other activities throughout the year at which we collect
additional funds for support of underprivileged children throughout the year.

Our Annual Rockfish Tournament, held each year in mid-December, is headquartered at the Oceans East 2
Tackle Shop, which is just down Northampton Blvd from your hotel. It typically draws in excess of 50
boats, with four anglers per boat, for a total of over 200 anglers. The tournament begins with a Captains'
meeting on Friday evening, and ends with an awards banquet late Sunday afternoon. During that two-day
period, the anglers disperse from Oceans East to various marinas and boat-launch sites around the area,
from which they venture out into the Chesapeake Bay and/or Atlantic Ocean at any and all hours of the
day and night. It is a tiring two days. Some of the anglers come from out of town, and even some of the
local anglers would prefer to be able to stay close to the tournament site, rather than have to commute 45
minutes or more to and from their homes.

For that reason, we anticipate that we might have quite a few bookings for rooms for the two nights. In our
conversation you told me that you could provide a "group rate" of fifty dollars per night (plus tax) for our
participants, which | felt was a very favorable rate. | have spoken to the head of our organization, and he
agrees we should finalize this arrangement with you. | would appreciate it, then, if you could confirm this
arrangement by return email, so that | can present it at our meeting tomorrow (Tuesday) evening, and notify
our entrants by email as soon as possible.

One thing that would be very useful is for you to identify our tournament group name to your reservation
desk, so that if someone calling for a reservation identifies himself as a participant in the Catchin' for Kids
tournament, your personnel will know they are entitled to the group rate.
